J love you Llike the Llittle bird

¢ God wants me 2o know Him as He Lis, fle will have o naise me to the level of His
own being. J must become God to know God. 9¢ He would have me 3o venerate Him, He
has 2o naise me o the level of Himself. J{ He would have me love Him, then He
would have o bring me up Zo the level of God, — and we are told: God is Love.
S0, J could not possibly know God, love God, venerate God unless J am God. Jf He
leaves me as J am, m:d;&ide bird anound the daaafdiﬁmf‘.o the only love J can
show for God.  That's the only nespect J can have fon Him.
So, there's a man in man that is God, and that one has o be raised o
the level of God, for God becomes man, that man may become God.
Now, here we are told we are destined in love o be His sons through Jesus
Chnist, acconding to the purpose of His will So the oftice of (hrist, in the Gos-

pel, is that men may become the sons of God through grace, by union with Him whosE
is the Son of God by nature. This is spoken of in Senipture as nebinth, -- noi ne-

incarnation, nebirth -- a higher level and a still higher level.
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We have the discussion taking place in the Third (hapiter of the Book of
i . Jt's dntroduced out of the nowhene. Nothing leads up to it. He suddenly
Gune: : o mambar of hé Sanhedizs, dhe Ripheas. body in the Nebews wonldand ke,
said 2o him, "Jou mus be born again.” The word ranslated " again” on "anew" mean
literally "{rom above. " Jt's An-o-then, the Greek word an-o-then. You must be bon
from above. Unless you ane boan from above, you canwi enter the Kingdom of God
( John 3: 3); and he heard it wondered, How can J, a man -- an old man, once more ne-
enter my mother's womb and be born again? And he said, "ou a master of Joarael, an
yet you do no know that unless you are boan from above, you cannot see the Kingdom
of God?"

Jt was not explained, and when you hear it, -- and J have heard ministers
and priests and rabbis diseuss it, and they say, "Well, you mean, it's a change of
attitude”--a change of this -- a change of that. May J tell you? Jt is Literally
truel You arne boan from above.

J apeak from expeauency. J am no speculating; J am noi theonizing. J A=~
no idea this zhing was so literally true, that man contains within himself this see
that is (hnist. He is called the Word of God, and the Woad is called the "seed. 4
There are three sages in the histony of a seed: there is the sowing, there is zhe
dying, and then there is the quickening.

The seed is soun upon man. Man heans it with faith, and then it's planted
- it's .oowrz..’:‘?hn goes through the Lines of hell in this world here; and that is
the dying. A seed must fall into the ground and die befone it is Wile alive. Iy
it does not die, it nemains alone; but if it dies, it bnings forth much. This is
the great mysteny of Life thnough death.

So, the seed falls; it's soun. Then it dies, and then it's naised; it's
quickened. And this is the seed called the Word of God that is Jesus (hnist. Ji's

So, you've heard the stony of God; you've hmgﬁe(’:toay of the Gospe A
You either accept on you reject, but unnumbened chances dA€ given you 2o hear it an

e Linds himself at the base of a great tree, and then a winding road
deading up; and here, at the top of this winding road is an enoamous dog, and the
dog is barking at him, but he hnows the dog ean't injure him and will noZ, because
he io held by his friend. The "friend"” has no outline of a man, but there's a radi-
ant Light —- a fiery Light, and he knows it's his friend in the vision. The man
takes the doy on tre leash and bnings him down and passes this man who 4 is at the
base of the tree. Wnen he gets beyond, he looses the dog, but he himself neturns
20 the man at the base of the tree and fuses with him. This radiant fiery being
enters him and becomes him; and then he, still not quite sure of the dog, moves
Like Lijhtning up this winding pathway; and when he anrives at the very Zop, he |
says, "At last J'm in the top room." The dog comes up and Ui chs his face, and ther
he wakes.

This is also todd us by a great poet, Francis Thompson, called "The found
of Heaven.” J chased him doun the nights and doun the years,

Doun through the anches of the yeans

Through the labyrinthine wgys of my own mind.
and he paints this fantastic picture of the Hound, the pursuit of God. And when he
comes zo the end of the poem, he now Zakes a nest, and the Voice beside him speaks,
and he sayas: Ah, fondest, blindest, weakest,

J am He Whom thou seekest!
Thoat, ,}Muui szz bw; thee. who dravest Me.
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Now, you and J arne seeking God, and we go into unnumbered blind alleys.
We think we can find Him through diet, through meditation, through joining a cer. v
lism, through doing this, that and the other. ALl these ane theblind alleys, for
the One we ane seeking is within. "Unless you believe that J am fle, you die in
youn sins.” ( )

J can tell you from now o the end of time that when you say, "J am, " that
god,/- and K there never was anwther and never will be another; but can J persuade yo:
Can J persuade you to stop looking on the outside fon what is within -- that Man
Within, which is J An.J can talk from now 2o the ends of time in the hope that J
widl get you at least %o iry it; but J can'i say that J've succeeded. You, and
gou alone, -- like my friend who had this vision. He's been coming fon yeans. Thi
happened hene necently. He suddenly £ began to actually accept the fact that it
neally is MMMd what seemed to come from without did peneirate him, and
abides now within/ So the Eriend ook up the place within himself. J call you —
"Friend.” And, now, he's no longer a sewvant, seekiny on the outside; now he's
found Him on the inside.

So, here this man -- this Man Within that we speak ol as Jesus (hniet, -- .
can only be born from above if J am joined in supernatural union Zo Him Who is the
Son of God by nature. So, when J stook in His presence, it 's an actual union; and
don't be embarrassed, -- we're all adults. Jt's not a sexual union; yu feel no
sexual act, but the mosi fantastic sexual act in the world is Like as nothing com-
pared to the ecstacy of the embrace of the Son of God when He embraces you. Wjen
you stand in His presence, and He asks you the simplest question in the wondd: 2o
name the greatest thing in the wonld; and whether you hnew it prion o that moment
on noi, you ane going o anawer automatically, fon you are fulfilling Scaipture.
And you ane going o say: "Faith, hope and Love, these thnee; but the greatest of
these is Love." At that moment, He embraces you, and you fuse -- yu actually o
come one body -- one spinit. At that momeni, you have had union with he Risen lon

Now, the seed that J contain within myself bears my image. Find the ap

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Ji participates in the Llife of the plant, but you Zake it from the plant and trans-
plant it; it becomes in its turn the parent. So the seed of God is planted in man,
and that seed is called Jesus (hniot. Ji bears the exp ness image of His person.
S0 the seed comes to the Womb, which is man. By "man,"” J mean generic man. Ji
comes in the form of a stony, which is the stony of the Gospel, which is the siony
of God.
